In
reflecting on all the learning at Indian
Hill so far this year, | thought | would
share a picture from our literacy
classrooms in grades 4 and 5. Since
our teachers were trained through
the Rutgers Literacy Center last year,
they have become guided reading
experts, working with your children in
small reading groups to give them the
extra individualized attention they
need to improve their fluency and
comprehension as readers. As | visit
these strong literacy classrooms, | see
teachers observing students as they
read from books at their instructional
reading levels. Matching texts to
student reading ability is a
cornerstone of reading workshop
where students engage in

During guided reading, students work
on strategies they will then apply to
their own independent reading as
they are taught to create meaning
within the text and learn to monitor
their own reading processes. Since
0KS
instructional level, this means
students can learn to solve problems
through rereading, observing, and
making notes. Additional practice
comes from noticing and noting as
they read, eading to themselves or
aloud for the teacher, and discussing
what they notice while reading.
Teaching points help students
develop deep thinking skills as they
make connections across the book.
